But supply-chain disruption,
caused by pandemic and sub-
sequent global upheaval, has hit
the pace of construction at the air-
port which is coming up in the
Jewar area of UP’s Gautam Budh
Nagar, some 75-km from the Delhi
airport. “This shift has taken place
due to various reasons including
delays in delivery of construction
materials and equipment due to
Covid-19 restrictions and supply
chain constraints due to geopoliti-
cal conflict. We are working with
all stakeholders (including EPC
contractor Tata Projects Limited)
to keep the pace of construction
activities and preparations for
operational readiness high,”

Private Limited (YIAPL), a subsid-
iary of Zurich Airport International
AG, which is building the green-
field project, told Business
Standard.
